I never really understood the misery and pain that the character Philip experienced 
in W. Somerset Maugham's 1915 novel, ñOf Human Bondageò, until I met and 
worked with Kathy. 
 

She had learned at an early age how to control men and induce them to do her bid-
ding simply by dangling the prospect of intimacy before them like a fishing lure. 
 

So, just as Philip was entirely captivated by Mildred in the novel, I found myself to 
be in complete servitude to Kathy for some time, and I was both unable and unwill-
ing to free myself from her. 
 

That emotional bondage has long since ended, but at the time I felt as if I were Pe-
ter when Jesus said to him in Luke 22:31:  ñSimon, Simon!  Indeed, Satan has 
asked for you, that he may sift you as wheat.ò   
 

Well, Satan got me and he sifted me as wheat, and it was not pleasant; for a while I 
turned away from everything I valued, and I could have lost everyone who was 
precious to me. 
 

It seems as though it is only in hindsight that we can see life clearly, but it is not as 
if we have not already been told everything we need to know in the Scriptures. 
 

Solomon wrote this almost 3,000 years ago in Ecclesiastes 1:9: 
ñThat which has been is what will be, 
That which is done is what will be done, 
And there is nothing new under the sun.ò 
 

The stories of Mildred and Philip, and of Kathy and me, have been played out over 
and over again through the centuries, probably all the way back to Helen and Paris 
in Homer's ñIliadò. 
 

So there truly is nothing new in the human condition, except perhaps for the way 
we can control our fleshly desires by learning to walk according to the Spirit 
(Colossians 3:2 and Galatians 5:16). 
 

Remember that Jesus also told Peter in Luke 22:32:  ñBut I have prayed for you, 
that your faith should not fail; and when you have returned to Me, strengthen your 
brethren.ò 
 

These words should give even the worst of us hope; if Peter can return to Jesus af-
ter denying Him three times, then we too can return to Jesus, walk in the Spirit, and
